
PROJECTS
Fabulous Paisley

Materials
- White Card – Glossy
- Dye Inks - 4 complementary
shades
- Sponges or cotton balls
- Black card for matting and layering
- Black StazOn Ink Pad
- Fun Foam – squares & circles
- Funky Fibres
- Eyelets and eyelet setting tool.
- Double Sided Tape and
- 3D Foam Pads
- Background Set 1 - R-BAC1
- Word Set 1 or 2 - R-WOR1/2

Step 1
Cut your card to the background size you require.
If using fun foam cut your geometric shapes ready to
use as stamps by using templates, cutting machines or
freehand.

Step 2
Using your solid stamps or foam shapes begin by stamping
the card randomly with the darkest colour ink pad, leaving
plenty of space to add shapes in the other three colours.
Repeat this random stamping process using the next two
darkest colours, overlapping the shapes slightly for interest,
but still having a little white space showing through.

Step 3
With the lightest colour ink use your stamps to just fill
in all the white spaces.

**  At this stage you may use the background piece as
it is or overstamp with the Paisley by inking your Paisley
stamp up with Black Stazon ink and stamping randomly
over the geometric background when all the inks are dry.

Step 4
Cut a smaller piece of white glossy card and add the
lightest colour ink used in the background piece with a
sponge or cotton ball, until the coverage is smooth and
even.    When this piece is dry stamp the Paisley stamp
in the centre of this piece in Black StazOn.  Matt and
layer this onto a piece of black card.

Step 5
Wind some matching funky fibre around the background card piece a couple of times and adhere
to the back.  Mount this piece onto your main card using double sided tape. Mount the small
Paisley topper over the funky fibre trimmed background piece using 3D foam pads.

Step 6
Stamp the 'Fabulous' word stamp in the position required using Black StazOn and pop your eyelets
in the bottom two corners using your eyelet setter tool.

**  For a different look vary your inks and card stock e.g. matte card stock and chalk ink pads,
glossy card stock and chalk ink pads or matt card stock and pigment inks.  Paints can also produce
interesting backgrounds.
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
