Materials
- Clarice Cliff Set 1 - R-SL8
- Clarice & Erte Borders - R-SL9
- Hair Spray
- Acrylic Mounting blocks
- 5 in x 5 in black pre-scored card
- Purple Velum Card
- 4 Purple brads
- Watercolour paper
- Archival Jet Black
- Versamark Clear
- Ancient Page Amethyst
- Silver Krylon Pen
- PearlEx - Reflex Violet & Micropearl
- Pearlised Watercolour Paints
- Eclipse Tape or Post it notes

Step 1
Mount the tea pot stamp onto your acrylic block, ink it with
archival black ink, then stamp onto a piece of watercolour paper.

Step 2
Now you need to make a mask as follows.  Using the same stamp
and ink stamp another tea pot onto Eclipse tape to make the
mask. (If you do not have Eclipse you can use a post it note, but
try to line up the sticky edge with the spout of the tea pot.)
Once the image has been stamped use a knife to cut out the
front of the tea pot keeping the cut just inside the lines.  If you
are using Eclipse tape your mask can be stored with your stamps
and used over and over again.

Step 3
Position your mask on the tea pot that you stamped on the
watercolour paper so that the front of the tea pot is exposed and
the handle, spout and lid are all covered.

Step 4
Mount the May Avenue stamp onto your acrylic block and ink it
with archival black ink.  Stamp image onto the watercolour paper
through the hole in the mask (the design is slightly larger to
make it easier for you to get it in the right place).  Remove the mask and leave for your ink to dry.

Step 5
Take your black card and trim the front so that it is 10cm from the fold to the front side edge.  This will
expose 2.8cm of the inside back.

Step 6
Mount the long bead curtain border stamp onto your acrylic block.   Ink it up with clear versamark and stamp
it on the exposed edge then dust with micropearl pearl ex, wipe off excess with anti static cloth and set with
hairspray.  Mix a tiny bit of violet pearl ex with a wet paintbrush and paint the beads, allow to dry then set.

Step 7
Mount Happy Birthday so that it is centred with Birthday below Happy, ink with versamark ink.  Stamp this
onto the front of the card so that it is centered at the bottom.  I then dusted it with violet pearl ex.  This
has given a very subtle sentiment which goes well with the purple vellum card, if you want to be more obvious
you could use the micropearl instead.

Step 8
To complete the base card run a Krylon Pen down the front right hand edge then the top, bottom and right
hand edge of the inside back of the card.

Step 9
Paint your teapot with watercolour paints and allow it to dry.  (I painted the front and the handle on the lid)

Step 10
Trim the watercolour paper to 6.7cm x 6.7cm then distress the edges with the amethyst ancient page ink
pad.  Trim the purple vellum to 8cm x 8cm.

Step 11
Layer the watercolour paper onto the vellum and then position them on the front of the card…take your hole
punch and make a hole in the top left hand corner.  Place a brad in the hole.  Line up all the layers again,
hold on tight, and then punch a hole in the opposite corner.  Place a brad in the hole.  Repeat this for the
other two corners.
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
