Milkpaint flower bouquet

Step 1

Taking your white ink pad direct to the medium coloured
card swipe the pad across the card leaving quite a lot of
un-inked areas. Set aside to dry.

Step 2

Take your ink pad that closely matches the colour of your
card to your piece and swipe this ink across the card,
once again leaving plenty of white ink and original card ,
stock showing through. Set aside to dry. v tandastamps.com/galeny/inder.php
Step 3

Using your ruler and your black pen/pencil draw lines i
across the card creating a board effect. Draw in the nail Materials
heads and add details of where the wood has changed Main card

colour along some of the edges. - Medium coloured card stock

- White or magnolia ink pad
Step 4 - Ink that nearly matches card stock

Cut this piece to the desired size and attach to your main i E'ﬁg: Dye Ink Pad

card using double sided tape. - Black Pen
- Darker contrasting card stock
- Small piece of white card stock
Step 5 - Gold mirror card

Cut a piece of the contrasting card to size and using a - Two White brads
paper ribbler add some texture to it. Cut to the desired :Egﬁ’;&rshbgfgc"s
size and attach to a piece or gold mirror card down one - Flower Set 1 - R-FLO1
side (or trim with a gold border peel-off). Fix brads to - gguFble Sideg tape
top and bottom right hand corners and fix to card using - 9L Foam pads
double sided tape.

Step 6

Ink your flower bouquet stamp up with the black dye ink pad and stamp onto white card. Once
dry colour the image using the desired colouring medium — | have used prisma pencils. Cut around
the image and mount onto the ribbled card stock using 3D foam pads or silicone glue.
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
