Step 1
Prepare the drinks can by removing the top and bottom

and split it down the side. Apply alcohol inks (Butterschotch,
Terra Cotta, Oregano and Mushroom) to the inside and
allow to dry. | used a hair drier to speed this up. If you
do not have alcohol inks you can get a similar effect by
annealing the aluminium in the flame of a gas hob, be
careful not to set it alight though and don'’t burn yourself!
(Use tongs and have a bowl of water handy!)

Step 2
Stamp the oak leaf in StazOn on the printed side of the

can, then using this image, dry emboss the oak leaf from
the printed side. Using a ruler, emboss a rectangle around
the leaf so that the leaf is diagonally placed (this will
ensure that the edges will be pointing into the card when
finished). Now turn the can over and, using a sharp
needle, pierce the aluminium around the leaf to make the
leaf stand out. To give the leaf more definition brush the
StazOn lightly over the embossed leaf then using a sanding
block sand the leaf slightly so that you can see the veins
of the leaf which hopefully you have embossed. Now
using a cotton wool bud work some Pitch black alcohol ink
around the pierced section followed by a little gold mixative.
Now trim the metal to the scored rectangle and edge with
Krylon pen.

Step 3
Now mat and layer your embossed leaf with gold and olive

green card as per the picture. Place this on the right
hand edge of the square card so that you can see where
to stamp the oak leaves. Stamp two leaves in Versamark
and heat emboss with gold embossing powder. Emboss

same way. Now glue the panel in place. Paint the oak leaves on the left with interference paint,
edge the card with Krylon pen and run a line 2 inches from the left hand edge down the card again
with Krylon. Draw dotty swirls with the pilot pen to fill the spaces in the left hand border. Now
add the ribbon as a finishing touch.
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
