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oriental fan card

Materials
- Christmas Set 10 (Sml) - RS-SL10
- Birthday Verses - R-BIR2
- Leaves stamp (Far East Set 2 - R-FAR2)
- 5 ¼ inch square card
- Amaryllis burgundy starburst stain
- Pearl Ex Brilliant Gold
- 7 inches of cream ribbon
- Asian coin
- Pink glitter glue
- Antique gold spray ink
- Versamark ink
- A4 white card
- Hair Spray
- Glue gun or silicon glue

Step 1
Paint the front of your square card with an even coat of
burgundy stain and leave to dry.  Also paint your A4 card
with stain then spray with the antique gold spray and leave
to dry.  Iron your card to get them really flat if necessary.

Step 2
Stamp 5 of the Christmas Klimt trees onto the A4 card
with Versamark then dust with pearl ex and set with
hairspray.  Outline the trees with glitter glue and put little
dots of glue at the centre of the swirls and allow to dry
before cutting them out.

Step 3
Stamp the Chinese Happy Birthday (from Birthday Verses)
message in the top left and bottom right hand sides of
your square card in Versamark and dust with Pearl ex.

Step 4
Randomly stamp your leaves diagonally from bottom left
to top right hand in pearl ex. Set pearl ex with hairspray.

Step 5
To assemble your card, thread the ribbon through your Asian coin (mine was made with air dry
clay) fix it to the card so that the coin is 2/3 of the way up on the left hand side.  Then punch a
hole through the tops of all 5 trees and put a brad through.  This forms your fan.  Open the trees
out so that it touches the bottom and right hand side of your card then glue in place using your
glue gun.  The glue should be quite thick so that the fan stands out from the card slightly.
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
