| stamped the image of the Christmas tree onto the white glossy card using a Green Stazon ink
pad. Once dry | have drawn some swags onto the tree using a Versamark Pen, adding red sparkly
embossing powder to this and tapping off the excess. | have then heat embossed the swags.

Step 4
Once the embossing has cooled | have layered up onto my pre cut, red card layer with double

sided tape and mounted this over the card base using 3D foam pads. You can add more glitter
to your swags with stickles if you wish. | have also embellished with a couple of gold peel off
stars.
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
