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Tree of Life

Materials
- Klimt Stamp Set 1 - R-SL5
- Klimt Borders - R-SL6
- Black card 3" x 3 ½" approx
- Square black card 5"
- Olive Green Pearlised card
- Gold pearlised card
- Gold Krylon pen
- US Art Quest Interference Paints
- Clear embossing powder
- Pearl Ex – Brilliant Gold
- Heat Gun
- Deckle edge scissors
- Versamark clear ink pad
- Anti static cloth
- Hairspray
- Black Pigment ink pad

Step 1
Stamp the tree onto a piece of black card using your
versamark pad and heat emboss using clear embossing
powder.

Step 2
With the clear embossed image acting as a resist, paint
the image with interference paint.  Allow to dry and then
cut the image out leaving a black border.

Step 3
Cut the olive green card using deckle scissors so that it
is slightly bigger than the tree you have just stamped.

Step 4
Cut the gold card using deckle scissors so that it is slightly
larger than the olive green card.

Step 5
Distress the edges of the olive and gold card using a black
pigment pad, then allow the ink to dry.

Step 6
Trim the front of the main black card with deckle edge
scissors down the right hand edge so that the back of the
card is revealed just wider than the swirly border stamp
- 1 ¼ inch approx.

Step 7
Stamp the swirly border in versamark clear ink down the inside of the card.  Dust with Pearl Ex
and wipe the excess away using an antistatic cloth.  Fix with hairspray.

Step 8
Edge the card using a Krylon pen then glue layers together as per the picture.
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
