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Vintage Wedding

Step 1

Cut your white/ivory card to the size you require. Using
your Ranger Cut and Dry pad and the Antique Linen
distress ink pad, apply ink to the card with small circular
motions, making sure the application is smooth and even.
Allow to dry.

Step 2

Using the same piece of Ranger Cut and Dry apply the
Vintage Photo distress ink to the same piece of card stock
for about one and a half inches in from each side. This
means that the centre piece remains Antique Linen and
the outer edges are now a darker shade. Allow to dry.

ink to the very edges of the card just flicking and smudging
in slightly. You should not see a great deal of the black
ink — the application should be light and sparing.

Step 5

Ink up your wedding stamp in Black StazOn and stamp in the centre of the distressed piece of
card. Once dry ink up your music stamp and take your stamped piece of card to the stamp. Curl
the image back slightly and press the card unevenly on the music stamp with your fingers. Repeat
this again down the side of the piece until you have the desired effect. You do not want the
music to stamp over the wedding image so it may be a good idea to mark on the back roughly
where your image begins to that you may curl this up and hold off the music stamp. If you are
unsure about this practice on a spare piece of card first. This technique is easily mastered.

Step 6
Once all the ink is dry add the embellishments of your choice and assemble the piece to your main

card using double sided tape.
